Adult Education serves, on average, over 50
women of color adult learners, and their
families annually, with GED instruction,
English language development, trauma-
informed care, and leadership classes.  

Adult Education History

Adult Education is an organizational
priority. Supported by government grants,
private foundations, corporations, as well as
individuals. We reached our fiscal year (FY)
ending 6-30-21 goals. Below is our current
revenue and expenses for the program. 

Financial

The Adult Education Program grew out of the
need and advocacy of immigrant women in
Forest Grove seeking a safe space to learn. 

Sister Barbara Raymond and Bridget Cooke
responded to this call for action in 2002 when
they both co-founded Adelante Mujeres with a
pilot group of 12 Latinx women. This pilot
group became the seed for Adelante Mujeres’
first programming service. In 2021, the
program continues to serve adult women in
every stage of their lives with the opportunity
to learn English, to learn how to read, and to
finish secondary schooling by completing their
General Education Development Test (GED).

Through our Education Department, Adelante
provides its Two-Generational (2Gen)
learning model. Adult Education is a core
component of this learning model that
promotes healthy attachment, bonding, child
development, and learning for both children
and parent/caregivers.

My name is  Gr ise lda Hernández Garc ía ,  but  I
a lso go by Gray .  I  am f rom Mexico .  I  moved to
Oregon back in  2006 at  19 years  o ld with a  2-
year-old daughter .  I  had no fami ly  here so i t
was d i f f icu l t  to  star t  work ing and learn ing to
dr ive .  At  that  t ime,  I  wanted to return to school
but  fe l t  l ike  i t  was imposs ib le  s ince I  had to
work to support  both my l i t t le  g i r l  and mysel f .
The schedules  of  both th ings d id not  coinc ide
and l i t t le  by l i t t le  I  kept  los ing hope of
cont inuing with my educat ion .

In January 2020 I  was given the
opportunity to enter  the Adult
Education Program that
Adelante Mujeres developed
and offered at  Barnes
Elementary School  through
their  col laboration with the
Beaverton School  Distr ict .  73%

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In  March 2020,  the school  c losed down due to the pandemic ,  but  thanks to the
Adelante Mujeres  Adult  Educat ion program,  who redef ined the ways of
del iver ing thei r  serv ices  by adapt ing to new technologies ,  and of fer ing thei r
c lasses  evenings ,  I  was able  to cont inue .

Over  the 2020 summer ,  the COVID-19 s i tuat ion worsened and to th is  was added
the di f f icu l t  s i tuat ion of  the wi ldf i res  that  h i t  part  of  Oregon.  Dur ing th is  t ime,
everyone was very  scared to be outs ide and I  thought ,  ‘ i f  I  have to stay at  home,
I  wi l l  make the most  of  i t  to  fu l f i l l  my goal  of  graduat ing and obta in my GED" .  I
put  in  a  lot  of  ef fort  and extra  work .  In  2021,  I  rece ived my GED.  I  have future
goals .  I  dream of  being able  to work and acquire  a  cert i f icat ion as  a  t rans lator .

In  the program,  I  met  many wonderfu l
c lassmates  who,  l ike  me,  were f ight ing for  the i r
future ,  as  were the teachers  of  the program
who,  wi th a l l  the i r  hearts ,  encouraged us  a l l  to
cont inue our  educat ional  advancement .

12 participants completed the 12
session “Incredible Years”
curriculum training.

17 participants in the PACT classes
received and completed its diverse
class-load of parent-child
interaction curriculum. Additional
activities included: Yoga for Kids,
Dental Health, Craft Activities, and
Environmental Education.

During this time, we saw a great need for our families to connect with other
parents emotionally and socially, especially for those with pre-teens. Family
engagement events created a space for them to talk and share their experiences
and current challenges with other parents, in order to feel supported and
connected versus isolated and alone.

Carry out parenting education.
Provide comprehensive training and technical assistance to participants,
community members, and local partners.
Advocate for family engagement programming for the most underserved and for
family members to be included in the planning and decision-making process for
state and local action.

Education Department: Adelante's Education programming supports Latinx families
from birth to adulthood with culturally specific education services that are grounded in
popular education. Each program provides state and/or national certified-curricula
that prepares Latinx individuals (children, youth, and adults) to achieve
academic success with an emphasis on social-emotional learning. 

Family Engagement: Through strategic growth and the support of the Student Success
Act funds, we have been able to grow our capacity and engagement for Parent-
Children Interaction through the hire of 2 Family Engagement Facilitators and a Family
Engagement Manager. These hires strengthen a component of the Education
Department: Family Engagement. The 2021-2022 academic year, will have a fully
equipped Family Engagement team that is culturally-responsive, bilingual, and shares
the lived-experience of our Latinx community. This team works directly with our Adult
Education & Early Childhood Education teams to engage the whole family of our
participants. This team operates as a Family Engagement Center, which is defined in
the U.S. as the following:

During this difficult time, the Adult Education program has done an extraordinary job delivering ongoing

services and support to our Latinx women. At the beginning of the pandemic, they focused efforts on

supporting the families through the process of converting to virtual platforms (e.g., Zoom, Google

Classroom). The Adult Education team trained the participants to use these new platforms and developed

a new virtual curriculum while keeping participants informed about the various relief aid and resources

available in the community. 




The program reinforced teamwork by creating activities to celebrate with the families and keep the

community spirit high. The program is a safe place where they feel happy, protected, and supported. The

Adult Education team has an estimated return date for in-person classes for the 2021-2022 academic

school year. 




We do not know the extent of the impact the pandemic has had or will have on our BIPOC community, or

our adult student's futures. Our communities are no stranger to rebuilding, but with the lessons learned

from our past generations, we will rebuild with community-based solutions at the forefront. Adelante will

continue to focus on our core initiatives of education, microenterprise, and leadership. Our organization is

part of the culturally-specific infrastructure needed to rebuild our community at the local, state, and

national levels. We ask you to join us in uplifting the voices of those most impacted by racial injustice to

become our current and future leaders.
